Eagle Scout Letter of Recommendation

An Eagle Scout candidate must demonstrate that he lives by the principles of the Scout Oath, and Law in his daily life. In this regard,
the candidate has indicated that you know him personally, and that you would be willing to provide a letter of recommendation on his
behalf. On the reverse side of this letter, there is a copy of the Scout Oath and Law for your reference in preparing the letter. Please
note that the contents of the letter will NOT be shown to or discussed with the candidate, nor with anyone not a member of the Eagle
Scout Board of Review. Of course, you are free to discuss the information with him, if you so desire, but you are under no obligation
to do so.

Instructions to Scout: Everyone you listed on your Eagle application in requirement #2 should write a
recommendation letter. The only reference that may be omitted is employer, if you do not have a job. If you do not
belong to a faith community, a parent must provide the religious reference. The Letter of Recommendation is
confidential and is not to be returned directly to you. You should provide your references with a stamped envelope
addressed to your Unit Committee person or leader designated to collect Eagle recommendation letters. He or she will
hold all your letters and insert the unopened envelopes into your Eagle book and turn it in to the Old Colony Council’s
Eagle Coordinator. You “should not be involved personally in transmitting any correspondence between persons listed
as references and the council service center.” BSA Advancement Committee Policy and Procedures handbook, p31 # 5

interaction with the Eagle Scout candidate and should take into consideration your observance of how he exemplifies the
points listed below in the Scout Oath and the Scout Law. If you need more space than is provided on this sheet, you may
attach additional pages. Please address and send your letter to the Unit Advancement Chairman for the Eagle
candidate’s Scout Unit (Troop, Team, Crew, Ship). The letter should not be given to the Scout.

Instructions to Unit Committee: Please collect and hold all the recommendation letters for your unit’s Eagle Scout
candidates. Please do not open them or share them. They are solely for the use of the Eagle Board of Review. When an
Eagle candidate has completed his Eagle book (application, statement of ambition and life purpose, project workbooky),
